The approach of Paul Brace, our Interiors Director,
begins with developing an understanding of the target
clientele.

When a client brings a new project to Jackson Teece
our first response is to visit the site and assess the
surrounding context. We develop an understanding of
the competitive landscape, look at which businesses
are successful or unsuccessful and then begin to
conceive a design direction. This research informs our
design response. It allows for clarity in developing our
understanding of how to attract clientele and, where
appropriate, when to offer an alternative or additional
component which may improve the project.

Functional planning creates a basis for the organisation
of the core activities of the business. Understanding how
a commercial kitchen operates - the stress of bar service
with multiple patrons, location of support for wait

staff, how food is plated, tables cleared, waste disposed
of - this knowledge, used in dialogue with the client,
produces a space plan for each project.
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We like to imbue each project with a special motif or
design element which can become the signature of a
business. This element needs to be original and specific
to each location. Within this brochure this is displayed
in a range of outcomes. The use of a red glass wall
providing support to sculptural lighting installations,
coloured Perspex blades mounted as a ceiling relief,
black upholstered walls, mirrored ceilings with glass
fireplaces and eclectic furniture - these are all such
moments. The material palette which surrounds these
elements provides support, comfort and familiarity
through the use of timber, neutral tones and directional
lighting.
